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School Development Plans  

 

I would like to update you on progress in relation to developments at Junior School and Senior 

School.   

 

At the start of August we interviewed firms of architects and I am delighted to announce that we 

have awarded the Senior School development contract to Page \ Park Architects.  Based in 

Glasgow, Page\Park has been in practice for over 28 years and has a wide experience in many 

sectors of architectural design and strategic planning.  The firm is renowned for designing and 

delivering creative, innovative teaching and learning environments; previous educational projects 

include Fettes College, Dollar Academy, The High School of Dundee, Glasgow Academy, 

Strathclyde University and The University of Dundee to name a few. 

 

The School wishes to develop its facilities in phases over the next 20 years or so and Page \ Park 

has extensive experience in strategic masterplanning and a thorough understanding of 

conservation and the importance of communities.  Page \ Park is committed to a long term 

relationship with the School and the Board is confident that it will deliver a development that 

satisfies the School’s vision for improved facilities and contributes positively to our village 

community.
